On a few occasions I have asked those at a Sunday Mass who were born outside Australia to stand. I estimated the some eighty percent 

of the congregation stood.  

 

There can be no better place than Blacktown for celebrating this Migrant and Refugee Week, for we are a people from east and west 

and even from the north! Who could have imaged that we would be led by a bishop who got on a boat as an asylum seeker! 

 

We are migrants, refugees and asylum seekers. We are also people born of this land who have offered hospitality and welcome to those 

who have come across the seas. However, there is a curious phenomenon that sees the arrivals of a decade or so,  resenting new 

arrivals. It is a  last in,. throw away the key attitude. There is also just below the surface of the Australian psyche, a racist tendency. 

After all, the first act of parliament in the federated colonies in 1901 was the White Australia policy. Its ghost continues to raise its 

head! 

 

In recent years we have seen a race to the bottom in regard to asylum seekers. Both major political parties have tried to outdo each 

other in playing to fear. At the end of April this year I wrote to our two local federal members in the following words: 

 

It is surely time to put an end to the centres on Manus Island and Nauru. They bring shame to our international reputation and will 

be a blight on our history for decades to come. Surely the people smuggling and the deaths at sea have been stopped by the turn- 

back -the boats policy not by the few hundred people kept in these centres. 

 

Ironically, the move to close Manus Island comes from the social conscience of PNG, a poor and developing nation rather than our 

own nation, which has been increasingly accused of being morally bankrupt. 

 

However, following the election, there seems a new opportunity for compromise and we might say, for the face of mercy. With a 

certain humility. Tony Abbott has recognised that he could have acted differently. Meanwhile, Fr Frank Brenan S.J. and other 

distinguished Australians have sought a compromise based on a precedent of the Howard government's successful plan to wind back its 

original Pacific Solution. They believe that an end can be put to the limbo of Manus Island and Nauru while keeping the boats stopped.  

Given the outreach of Pope Francis to migrants, refugees and asylum seekers, are we witnessing a fresh face of mercy in our 

own land?
